gPORT OF PROGRESS 70 THE HONOURABLE TH & INISTER OF FISHERIES

No., 32 - September 3, 194LZ.

The negotiations for the purchase of vessels requisitioned

by Naval Service and Alr Force are progressing as satisfactorily
as can be expeoted under the oircumstances of having to deal with
ovmers by letter and telegram at evacuee campsS.

The basis of purchase as directed by the Department of
yunitions and Supply is "Lloyd's appraisal price™ as approved by

the Advisory Board on requisitioning.

Contentious points which the Committee must overcome

before completing these purchases relate to the

(a) the differential claimed between "Lloyd's appraisal price"™

and ocurrent market values and

(b) charter money for the period from the time of requisitioning

to the completion of purchase.

The status of negotiation may be summarized briefly, as

follows: ==

l. Purchases completed - Bill of sale forwarded Vessels
to the Department at Ottawa )
2. Owners consent secured, documents in process
of completion 12
3. Negotiations progressing satisfactorily 7
L. Negotiations slow owing to resistance ofowners. 7

when transfer 1s made to the caption "Sales™.

Many owners of vessels

concerned with "Forced Sales"™

are responding to our request that they regularize these Sales

by completion of a formal bill of sale, so that the vessels remaining
in this category when the

Committee dissolves should not prove burden-
some to the Custodian.

Of 147 vessels concerned, we now have 85 com-
pleted bills of sale.

The assembly and verification of vessel history files,
Naval claims and other work necessary to a practical transfer of the

Committee's records, is progressing with a reduced mdmhwﬂ
