Tor your information, this Commission
{s maintaining what is called the R.C.M.P, file for all
{ndividual Japanese over sixteen years of age in Canada.
This 1s the file that is ¥nown in Police circles as '117*
and a complete record of the activities of all such Japanese
is contained therein. The Police keep a record of all mis-
demeanours and copies of censored letters, and any information
that might assist them in arriving at a decision later on as
to the loyalty of any particular Japanese since the evacuation

period.

In addition to this file the Commissjion
maintains what we call a 'case file'. This is set up by
Japanese family heads. In this file we carry information that
would not ordinarily go in the Police file, such as maintenance

assistance, the placements in industry found for Japanese in each

particular family and all information that would aasist us in
rehabilitating them, no matter where they may be presently
located in Canada. All copies of correspondence with or
about anyone in a particular family group is filed in this
case file so that we always have before us a complete picture

of the family.

The case files prove invaluable to us and
before we make a decision in respect to movement of a Japanese,
whether national, Canadian-born or naturalized, we always refer

to the R.C.M,P, file and also the family case file, and our
decisions are therefore more intelligent than they could be
