Dear Mr Wright:

It is now practically fifteen months since the office
was closed in Vancouver. You are awvare however that, as was expected,
the closing of the office did not completely bring an end to every matter
which had been dealt with in thousands of files during ten years of
administration. There was no doubt also, that the handling of such
matters could best be dealt with loecally. Por this reason I have been
at your service since that time.

In the initial period especially, I very frequently felt
that it would have been advantageous to have kept the office open for five
or six months longer, for practically speaking [ was fully engaged in
Custodian matters during the whole of that time. Numerous enquiries came to
me by telephone from various sources. Mr R.J.McMaster, who as you know,
represented many hundreds of Japanese, continued to bring matters to my
attention. By interviews with him and knowledge of the 1ssues raised, these
natters were satisfactorily dealt with and further consideration or action
became unnegéssary in so far as Ottawa was concerned.

I am enclosing something in the way of a list of corres-
pondence during the time that has elapsed but it is not entirely complete.
I think you will agree that the mere record of a letter being written, does
not in itself, convey the amount of work or time involved. It is true to
say, as would be expected in the nature of things, that correspondence and
matters coming to the Custodian during this period, would fall outside the
orbit of routine transactions and relate for the most part to matters which
would require special consideration. This of necessity has entailed
investigation and analysis before many of these letters could be properly
dealt with. To list down "Letter to Mr Wright,-re Deep Bay" which for
exampke occurs several times, has necessitated the study of hundreds of
pages of transcript of evidence and exhibits, as well as calling on my
memory of things which transpired during the presentation of this case before
the Commissioner,

Whether I succeeded in epitomizing the subjects being dealt
with, in letters of five or six pages, is for you to judge, but to be of
the greatest help to you I considered that I should dirive to fulfil the
motto "Multum in Parvo”

pue to the fact that some matters had previously come
under the administration of P.S.Ross & Sons, I have had to spend ti-e
at Mr Field's office, gathering information and discussing questions
with hin,

The friendly relationship which grew wp between this
office and the Custodian's legal adviser, Mr Sheppard, made it possible
for me to call upon him from ti.e to time. These extended interviews
and his advice were not given to me on a professional basis, and no
legal fees were involved

Some matters of a special nature took up considerable
time and attention, You may remember the Jinnouchi case which had
to be dealt with in view of the Commissioner's recommendation, and we
were left open to a possible and probable award of over £3800. I feel
that by your agreement to instruct me to handle this matter in the way
I suggested, the settlement arrived at was most satidfactory, and effected
a saving of over $1900 and yet at the same time left the claimant reason-
ably satisfied.

Tagashira who was associated with the Jinnouchi case,
sought to have his own case re-opened and engaged Mr Art ur MacLennan
as his Solicitor to act for him, I am positive that my personal inter-
views with Mr Maclennan, and being able to show that Tagashira's claim
had no merit for being re-opened, caused them to drop the matter, othervise
I think it possible that you would have been pestered at Ottawa by political
or other sources, as you have been in the Deep Bay case, In this and
some other matters I have had informal talks with the Honourable Mr Justice
Henry Bird, who always received me very kindly in his chambers.,

I do not think that I wrote you regarding a legal suit
which Tsuida brought against a Mr Arithison. Mr LeFPeaux, acting for
Tsuida was hoping to bring the Custodian into the picturs, claiming that
a Moat ¥-use had been sold at a fraction of its value and that the
Custodian should be held responsible. I was sble to show Mr LeFeaux
that there had been eollusion between these two men of which we were not
avare at the time of the sale, and that as a result of Arithison's
undoubted double-crossing of Tsuida, that Tsuida had been "hoist by his
o¥n petard" du- to his having witheld certain facts from us. LeFeaux
sought to prove that the Float House vested in us and that we made the
sale. I was able to convince him that in effect we divested when ve allowed
Tsuida to make his own arrangements for sale even although we prepared the
Bill of Sgle for Tsuida's signature. It was definitely Mr LeKeau's
intention if at all possible to get the Custodian involved in this case.
I had several lengthy interviews wit! him and went over our Orders-in-Council
and he finally realized that he could not win any case against the Custodian
and turned his attention on Arithison. I agreed to go into Court as a
vitness and do the best for his client in line with the facts. I eould
tell by the remarks made by the Judge that he appreciated my presentation
of the Custodian's position, :

Some Ottawa matters have been referred to me and I have
made several trips to Haney and district, consulting with Mr Hgl Mensies
and inspecting the Draeger farm and reporting and also investigating on
your behalfconcerning the righ-of-vay for a Trans-MountaingPipe lire over
Custodian property.

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I have not kept any itemized list of all matters
which I have dealt with, but I think the fore oing will give you an

over-all picture and indicate the continuity of my service since the
