Dear Mr. Bunt:
Thenk you very much for the cheque for travelling expenses,

This month I arrived in Hope on the seventeenth. Mr. Webster,
the chief engineer, had joined the Army since my last visit. However,
the foreman was very kind and gave me every assistance. A% the first
camp, which is 11 miles from Hope, &nd which is now accommodating 100
men, we had a good meeting. The second camp, 14 mile camp, which when
completed will hold 3,000 people, is at present occupied by 260 work-
ers. This camp aims to be self-supporting and self-sufficient. The
workers are building a dem which will insure a supply of water for dom-
estic and irrigation purposes. They have already completed 20 houses
which will hold 2 families each. They will have a school, a hospital,
a store and a farm that will produce beef, dairy products, poultry,
vegetables, etc. The barns, pictures of which you have probably seen
in the Province, have been converted into apartments.

The Japenese foreman 1is Mr. Ozeki, previously foremean at
Ocean Falls. There were many old-time Christians in the group.

lLater, a group of us hiked to 15 mile camp, which is reached
by a 3-miles detour. In this third camp are about 50 men, most of o
whom moved from Princeton and northern camps UO be nearer their families.

On the 18th I arrived in Princeton and went directly to
number two camp, 17 miles from number one camp, which is 12 miles from i
town. Each of the first two campsS hold 100 men, mostly bachelors from E
the Jasper camps which were closed two weeks ago. We had a good meet- y
ing at number two camp. After supper I rode on a government truck over
a very dusty and rough road, 18 miles to number three camp, which is
built on the site of an old road camp. The fifty occupants are in the
process of tearing down the present camp, and building a new one 6 miles
away. As it is hard to get nails, these days, they are carefully
using theold nails from the @d camp. As the men had complaints about
the leck and the quality of food, the lack of furniture, simple chairs,
tables, etcs and the lack of a bath., The spokesmen were about to hold
s mass meeting when the foreman, Mr. Smith, returned to the camp on
the truck with me, but I persuaded them that it was not wise to hold
a mass meeting and we agreed to meet with Mr. Smith the next morning.

That night I slept at the number three camp which is 47
miles from Princeton deep in the mountains, and 4,300 feet above sea
level. The air was very refreshing at such an altitude, especially

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in the morning. After breakfast I held the impressive meeting in
which I emphasized the spirit of co-operation and endurance at
such particular circumstences. Then the spokesmen and Mr. Smith

f;wh%"“d‘met.h Mr. Smith, a very fine men, promised that he would do all he

could to get what the men wanted. Later I rode back to number two
camp and after staying a while, I proceeded to number one camp.

Mr. A. J. Bowering, the chief engineer, was a member of the Kelowna
United Church, and he helped me to hold a service at this camp as

usual. I waited that night in the hotel for the train whiech passes
through at 4:a.m.» and arrived home on the 20th.

I visited 6 camps this time. Because of new projects
being opened and because of the northern camps being closed down,
there were many new people who were somewhat tough, and many that
had left who have :mewver been more co-operative, All the people I
met appreciated my visit a great deal.

The expense of this time is $12.70 -- August 17-20,

visiting six Hope-Princeton camps. Will you kindly forward it to
me .
