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| PERSONAL PROPESTY SUMMARY
File No. 8218 July 23, 1946.

Re: Toshiyuki 101, Reg. No. 09033

This man signed a declaration to the Custodian on May 8, 194z.
He was evacuated on March 30, 1943.

In his declaration he reported 2 boxes of kitchen utensils and
wedding presents left at Duncan, B.C. These were left at the home of his
brother-in-law, under the protection of Messrs. Duncan & Christmsa. Om
July 17, 1942, J. H. Whittome & Co. Ltd., Custodian agents at Duncan, in-
formed us that this house had been broken in to, packing cases opened ,
chest of drawers rifled and probably many articles stolen. The effects
declared by IOI appear to bave been among the articles stolen. Om July
15, 1942 he requested shipment of the 2 boxes of kitchen utensils, a
washtub and washboard and a bucket and mop. On July <3, 194< J. H. Whittome
& Co. informed us that these had been shipped with the exception of the mop
and washboard which the ruilway would not ship. However, when 10I received
these articles he informed us they belonged to his sister-in-law, and he
does not appear to have received any of his omn chattels. The police
were informed of this break-in, recovered a few articles from some children
but the bulk of the missing goods appears to have been takenm by Indians
seen around the house, and were not recovered. I0I was informed of this
vandalism and no further action seems to have been taken.

The account of this man was credited with the sum of $45.40 re-
ceived as refund of National Defense Tax for 194z. We are today remitting
this amount to him.
